 In this (and any) situation, the ever-enduring Word of God speaks.   
Psalm 91 is a great place to begin, and reflect.  A few other texts which come to mind are 
Psalms 23, 27, 46, and Matthew 6:25-34, Romans 8:31-39.

 Do I allow worry, fear or doubt to overshadow the strength and Peace that comes from 
God’s presence in my life?

2019 PARISH FINANCIAL REPORT 
On February 14, 2020, we filed the 2019 annual financial statements and 2020 budget for the 
Parish of St. Gianna with the Archdiocese of Hartford. Below is a summary of that report.  
 
The results of operations for the year ended December 31, 2019 were as follows:  
 Offertory revenue =$532,884  
 Other revenue =$383,900 (Rent, investments, stole fees, gifts and donations)  
 Total expenses =$1,464,232  
 Net operating loss for the year ended December 31, 2019 =$547,448  
 Investment appreciation (in value) = $608,043  
 *Net overall bottom line for the year ended December 31, 2019 = $60,595 (black ink)  
 Subsidy of $523,872 paid to St. Brigid/St. Augustine School for unpaid benefits from the 

past
